 While quite familiar with acquisition, tracking -to- target 

death system that Chris has used for these so many years,

50 gifts being put on offer into play, by 21 Players from those present at meeting. 
 

 Interesting statistics this year on the breakdown of Players and Plays, as there were a clear majority who took  

the option for “going for the maximum”. As in this: of the 21 who brought wrapped gift(s) with requested 

minimum value of 25 dollars US apiece, 13 put in 3 each, 3 put in 2 each, and 5 played with 1 gift input. 
 

 Wrapped gifts unfortunately didn’t include one of these, but I thank P.A. for the wrap artwork at least ! 



 Compare our stats to 2013’s exchange 

 

 33 players, split out: 9 players of  3, 10 players of  2, 14  players put in single gift  
 

 In an eerie parallel; this year’s Exchange ended  with opening of  last gift on table 

(this time by Randy Ray, in center shot, last year - Roy Sutherland) to discover that 

again, is 3 armor books ! As in 2013 when Roy chose to end game, after 22 plus steals had been seen subsequent
